• Once you discover the details of the location, culture, language, religious 	 	 	

backgrounds and needs; and then bathe it in prayer, Holy Spirit inspired ideas will 

come forth so that you can take action. 


• We call this RESEARCH!




• Answering questions like: 


1. What do they look like? 


2. How do they dress? 


3. What do they eat? 


4. What are their houses like? 


5. What are their surroundings like (climate, terrain, etc.)? 


6. What are their main occupations? 


7. What are their religious practices, celebrations, festivals, etc.? 


8. What is their history?


The answers to these types of questions helps the church to see  

the people group as actual PEOPLE. 



Doing research allows your church to pray more specifically for your people 

group. 

• Many of us are used to praying for “missions” because we receive requests, such 	 	

as letters or emails from missionaries or organizations. 


• But how will you pray for your people group, since, at least at the beginning of the 	 	

process, there won’t be any missionaries or organizations sending you prayer 

requests?


• The things you find out about your people group through your research will inform 	 	

your prayers! 


• For example, if you know that they will celebrate a festival on a certain day, pray 	 	

that God will bind the enemy and will reveal Himself to them on that day.


Research can open doors you never knew existed. 

• God has wired and gifted some people for research. Allowing them to use these 	 	

gifts and talents in ministry in your church can be a huge encouragement to them 

that can spill over into multiple areas of both their lives and the church as a whole.


• Researching your people group might reveal ways that adding a research element 	 	

can benefit other ministries of your church.


• Research can reveal links and connections that can be made with other churches or 	

ministries in your area or in your network or denomination.


Research could help you discover people locally that your church can 

reach out to in ministry. 



• The process of sharing the results of the research might get some people to start 	 	

asking questions about their own lives and ministries and how they can grow or 	 	

improve.


• The possibilities are almost endless!
